At the last Council meeting, | announced that the CC strongly recommended we seek a loan in order to
cover debts and gives operating capitabf the ugoming season. The motion was tabled in accordance
with our By-Laws. Our ByLaws also require that notice be given to all members via the Knight Star
Publication, in order that they be kept informed and have a chance to express their opiniamte and
the motion. Taking out a loan is a very serious move by the Council/CC Board. The CC Board has spent a
considerate amount of time and effort ang at this decision. All fealsie methods of raising money
have been studied, discussed, debatedinget loan remains our best , surest method to solve our
immediate and long range financial problem. Justification for the loawwellDebtsknown to me are as
follows.... $14,000 to various food venders; $9,000 monies taken in as deposits on femise.evno
longer in our accounts at the bank. $3,000 monthly bills incurred just to keep the doors open. Insurance
which we normally pay in a lump sum of $6,000 has been put on the installment plan. We paid the first
installment. We still owe about $48. Payroll runs between $1,500 to $2,500 depending on number of
functions coupled with the number of personnel needed to man the functions. This has been kept to a bar
minimum. Eric's pay is a straight $350, weekly. There are other small bills sunkrasdrvice and the
like. At present we have no accounts receivable, every one of our clients has paid in full.

MY initial response to the board when the subject of a loan came up was no. After going over the bills,
and especially the money owed to people who had placed deposits with us | said yes. | was thinking of the
name and reputation of the KofC in this community. Ragmiker and myself have agreed to sign the note
as personally responsible for the note. As stated earlier at present we can break even by late August
without the loan, provided bookings go at the present rate. Right now April, May and June look
outstandingJust about every weekend is booked solid, some with multiple functions. Off site bookings
also look great. Just the Surf Side Hotel by itself can bring in $1,000,000.... yes you read that right. The
loan can be paid off in a year, however we can renevs@atth it out should that become necessary. Jan.
thru March are historically poor months in this area as far as catering is concerned. We are going into the
season now and things are looking up. This loan will be used to become current with all y@ndors,
give us a little needed operating capital. remember also our facility is getting old, last summer every one
of our AC units failed twice or more, the ice machine failed a few times, theiwedlefer box needed a
techie almost weekly. This things ¢asoney to repair, we used in house talent where available but had to
go outside to really get them fixed. We have some required by law fixes needed in the galley, again this is
money, big money. The firruppressant system needs agrage. With proper ca, regular maintenance
this building can service our needs for years to come. This requires money. Selling the building right now
is not feasible, nor would it solve our immediate problems. We have got to make this catering business
successful. | firmly blieve we are on track to do just that.
